
Driving to Cowichan Lake Education Centre

Camp is held at the Cowichan Lake Education Center on Vancouver Island, BC. It is located just off Highway 18, which cuts across the Trans Canada Highway slightly north of Duncan, BC.  www.town.lakecowichan.bc.ca/clec
If you are traveling from the mainland you will probably arrive by ferry at one of the following ferry terminals: Departure Bay (Nanaimo); Duke Point (south of Nanaimo); Swartz Bay (45 min. north of Victoria) or downtown Victoria (via the US Blackball car ferry from Port Angeles; or the passenger only Clipper from Seattle).

From Nanaimo:  If you plan to arrive at one of the terminals near Nanaimo, follow the #1 Highway south, towards Duncan. Highway 18, the turn-off to Cowichan Lake, is slightly north of Duncan. Turn right and follow Highway 18 into the Town of Lake Cowichan. Then refer to the map on the opposite side of this sheet. Approx. 96 km (60 miles).

From Victoria:  If you plan to arrive in Victoria, follow the road signs to head north towards Duncan. You will take Hwy 1 north. Highway 18, the turn-off to Cowichan Lake is slightly north of Duncan and is clearly labeled. Turn left and follow Hwy 18 right into the Town of Lake Cowichan. Then refer to the map on the opposite side of this sheet.  Approx. 96 km (60 miles).

From other points on Vancouver Island: Refer to the directions above or call us for more information.

BC Ferry Corp has service from:

· Tsawwassen (south of Vancouver,  BC) to Duke Point (near Nanaimo)
· Horseshoe Bay (north of Vancouver) to Departure Bay (Nanaimo)
Ferry information: http://www.bcferries.com/  Reservations definitely recommended - both ways - especially August, to avoid long, hot hours waiting. Reservations can be done online - follow the links on the BC Ferries web site - or call toll-free in North America:  1-888-223-3779, or phone the local Victoria number 250-386-3431 if outside of North America.  With a reservation, you must be in line 30 minutes to one hour before sailing. Ferry crossing time ranges from 1 1/2 hours to 2 hours. Fares and reservation costs tend to change:  check web site for latest or ask on phone.
